National Housing Trust (NHT), the only national nonprofit engaged in housing preservation through public 
policy advocacy, real estate development and lending, seeks an experienced finance professional to serve as 
Assistant Controller. The Assistant Controller reports to the Controller and supports various finance and 
accounting activities and projects with a focus on Corporate, Lending, and Policy. An important aspect of this 
role is to ensure the accuracy and timeliness of GAAP and cash-based financial reporting in service of NHT’s 
mission to create and preserve affordable homes throughout the nation. 
 

ORGANIZATIONAL BACKGROUND 
Incorporated in 1986, the National Housing Trust’s mission is to create and preserve affordable homes 
to provide opportunity, advance racial equity, reduce economic disparities, and strengthen community 
resilience through practice and policy. NHT is the nation’s leading expert in preserving, improving and 
maintaining affordable housing – ensuring that privately owned rental housing remains in our affordable 
housing stock and is sustainable over time. Using the tools of real estate development, rehabilitation, 
finance, policy advocacy in conjunction with sustainable practices, NHT engages in policy work in all 50 
states and owns over 4,200 units of multifamily housing across 13 states and the District of Columbia. 
Since 1988, NHT has preserved and improved more than 36,000 affordable homes through real estate 
development, lending, and technical assistance. 

 
NHT advances its work through policy innovation, lending, real estate, and energy solutions. 
The particular business lines this position will most closely support include the areas of 
Corporate, Lending, and Policy working collaboratively with NHT’s lead Controller.

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POSITION 
A critical position for an experienced finance professional, the Assistant Controller supports NHT’s lines 
of business with a focus on Corporate, Lending, and Policy. Chief responsibilities include Community 
Development Finance Institution/loan accounting, implementing appropriate accounting procedures, 
preparing financial statements, monthly close, maintaining the general ledger, and special projects as 
needed. The Assistant Controller will work closely with the NHT Community Development Fund and 
Institute for Community Economics, and NHT Policy and other business areas as directed by the 
Controller. 
 
Key Responsibilities 
The Assistant Controller’s responsibilities include, and are not limited to: 
• Oversee accounting activities for the CDFI/Lending program area. 
• Oversee grants accounting; ensure that expenditures are consistently aligned with grant and program 

budgets throughout the grant/fund period; collate financial reporting materials for government, 
corporate, and foundation grants. 

• Lead corporate operations accounting activities. 
• Perform the monthly closing process for NHT entities as directed.  
• Maintain timely and accurate workpapers and supporting schedules. 
• Prepare monthly investment schedules and related journal entries. 
• Assist in the annual budgeting and planning process. Prepare internal reports for variance analysis 

budget vs. actuals. 
• Prepare cash projections and re-forecasts as needed 
• Coordinate and support the Controller in year-end audits and the tax return process. 
• Lead and develop members of the accounting team.

detail; financial and operational systems process improvement mentality and orientation. 

• Advanced knowledge of accounting and reporting software; experience with Sage Intacct preferred 
and knowledge of AvidXchange is a plus. 

• Excellent interpersonal, organizational and communications skills, including both verbal and written 
skills.
